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Open Green Map Presentation Guide

For Green Mapmakers who are planning a presentation or workshop involving Open Green Map, here is some advice, based on recent experience. Potential problems may include:

1) The place where you are presenting may not have the internet working when you need it, or it may be very slow. 

2) They may not have the right cable to attach your computer to the projector.

3) They may not have speakers for the video. 

4) The website you want could be having a technical issue

5) The website might not look right

6) You and the audience speak different languages

7) Bad weather or unexpected incidents can keep people away

Any of these can ruin your presentation if you don't have a back up planned in advance, or if you are not flexible in your planning.  The most important thing is not to worry too much about the technology, and to focus on telling your story and engaging your audience. 

Ideally, you will be able to visit the place prior to your event, or arrive early to solve last minute problems. 

Prepare your presentation in advance, and as a back-up, save in an easy to show version in case it gets transferred to another computer at the last moment. A flashdrive can come in handy. 

You may wish to save a Powerpoint as a PDF so it's stable, and all images and fonts including the Green Map Icons will appear as you want them to. You can organize screenshots of your website or interactive map so it can be shown without any worry or delay. 

Some people even print out their presentation!  This can be done as thumbnail, fitting 6 images per page. Print double sided to save paper. 

It's a good idea to open everything you need and arrange them in the order you want to show them before you go onstage.  There may be a set up time or a speaker's lounge or someplace where you can test your show. Other times, you will simply step up and start to speak  -- with your back up plan ready, you will be confident!

Of course, you decide what to include in your presentation. Highlighting local activities as well as global can be quite interesting for the audience. Have fun, and start an exciting dialogue!

* Answers:

1)  The venue may not have the internet working when you need it. 

Bring a mobile wireless device, or try using an ethernet cable instead of wireless.

2) They may not have the right cable to attach your computer to the projector.

PCs generally have no problem, but each kind of Mac is different. Macs are now sold with the right cable connector, don't forget to bring it along. A flashdrive is a good back up here.

3) They may not have speakers for the video. 
You can hold the microphone up to the computer's speaker (works best if the video has subtitles!). Or talk while  the video is running to explain what they cannot hear.

4) The website you want could be having a technical issue.
Use your backup slide show or screenshots. 

5) The website might not look right.
Try clearing your cache as old versions of a website can get 'stuck' in your machine. You can also clear your 'cookies' related to the website (each browser is different, check under Preferences). To clear cache on Windows: press the 'Ctrl' and 'F5' keys at the same time.  Mac: press the 'Command' and 'Shift' and 'r' keys at the same time.
6) If you have an interpreter, meet beforehand to make sure they can communicate the specifics of your talk. Speak clearly and don't rush. If possible, include the local language on your slideshow. 

7) The weather can keep people away. 
Put a video or slideshow online to show people what they missed and invite their involvement again later.
